As you are aware, the Australian Communications and Media Authority (ACMA) has
been investigating your complaint concerning the program Sunrise broadcast on ATN on
4 July 2007 and the program The Morning Show broadcast on ATN on 5 July 2007.

An ACMA delegate has determined that Channel Seven Sydney Pty Limited, the licensee
of ATN did not breach clause 1.8.6 of the Commercial Television Industry Code of
Practice 2004 in that it did not broadcast a program which was likely, in all the

circumstances, to provoke or perpetuate intense dislike, serious contempt or severe
ridicule on the grounds of religion.

I have attached, for your information, a copy of the Investigation Report, including the
delegate’s decision and the reasons for that decision.
